*Council is working with a consultant to determine what upgrades we are going to be
needing at the water treatment plant in the next few years. This is due process in order to
attain gov’t funding/grants for these upgrades.

The Grants / Funding options are difficult to get with the ever growing need by many
villages, towns and cities applying for these. If they are not done properly, most applications
are discarded.

*Speaking of Grants, we have applied to one Grant regarding the Museum as we get set to
open the facility to the public this summer. We will be applying for another Grant also
related to the museum. Hopefully we'll get one of these to help with hiring a student/person
for the summer!

UPDATED -The process of draining the landfill site at the village dump-
ing grounds has been halted for the winter.
